11a.m.-3 p.m. The primary reason for the Healthy, Stronger, 
Living Longer Free Youth Health Fair is to address the growing 
health concerns of our youth such as Diabetes, Sickle Cell 
Anemia, Blood Pressure, High Cholesterol, Body Mass Index 
(BMI), Blood Glucose, Asthma, Vision, and Dental Awareness. 
There were 201 elevated cholesterol levels in kids! We also had 
a total of 118 children with elevated glucose levels. There were
189 children found to be overweight as well as 207 found to 
have tooth decay and cavities. With such a large percentage of 
unemployed and uninsured people in our communities it was an 
opportune time for parents to take advantage of the free 
screenings provided by The Atlanta West Primary Care 
Associates.

"We could not have been more pleased with the turnout. We 
understand that many of our children are not receiving proper or
regular health care. These health concerns are no longer 
"grown folks" issues." stated RCF volunteer.
